Allow 3 Business Days to Receive Feedback 

Don't wait until the last minute to ask your Coach to provide feedback and revisions.  Our office regularly receives requests from many students and alumni throughout the year who are seeking assistance with their job search.  Requests for review of application materials are handled in the order in which they are received by each Coach.   Our goal is to review and return your materials within 3 business days, and we will make every effort to review your materials as quickly as possible.
